ADJECTIVES

Adjectives are words that describe a noun.

(ex., RED ball, HARD chair, LONELY woman, STUPID dog)

Adjectives add detail and interest to a story.  The variety of adjectives used can really improve others’ perception of your English vocabulary and understanding.

Adjectives take three forms…

1. Basic – example; hard
2. Comparative – example; harder
3. Superlative – example; hardest
For adjectives of two or more syllables…

1. Basic – example; beautiful
2. Comparative – example; more beautiful
3. Superlative – example; most beautiful
Some adjectives are irregular (meaning they don’t follow the rules or pattern of forms).  Here is a small list of some common irregular adjectives.

BEWARE of the adjective good and the adverb well…the adjective fast and the adverb quickly.  Most Americans use them incorrectly!
