Practicing Prepositions with Present Continuous Tense and Past Tense

1) Put your hands in your pockets.

2) Put your hand on your knee.

3) Touch your nose.

4) Hold your hand over your head.

5) Smile.

6) Look down at the floor.

7) Take off your watch.

8) Point to the window.

9) Look up at the ceiling.

10) Pick up a piece of paper.

11) Put your hand on the table.

12) Put the notebook under the dictionary.

13) Count the chairs around the table.

14) Pat your cheek.

After a student performs each command, ask him/her or someone else at the table:

“What are you (or what is s/he) doing?”  The person who has been asked the question replies: “I am (or s/he is) touching my (or her/his) nose,” “I am (or s/he is) looking out the window,” etc.

Or ask “What did you (or s/he) do?”  “I (or s/he) touched my (or her/his) nose.”
