QUESTION WORDS :  WHO, WHY, HOW








Who     always means a person.  A question beginning with “who” is answered with the name or identity of a person.





examples:	Who is coming with us to the movie?   Julia is coming with us.


		Who made that cake?…My mother made that cake.








Why…..is answered with “because”…





examples:	Why are you late?…I am late because my car didn’t start.


Why is the boy singing that song?…He is singing that song because it’s his favorite song.








How…..combined with an adjective is answered with a word or words that measure that adjective…	





examples:	How many ears do you have?   I have two ears.


		How old is your daughter.   My daughter is six years old.


		How much does that cost?   It costs ten dollars.


		How cold is it today?   It is only 25 degrees Fahrenheit today.


		How tall is George?   He is six feet five inches tall.


		How long…?
