I’m calling to see if we can meet as usual tomorrow at your house.  (“as usual” refers to something that happens on a regular basis; something one expects to happen because it happens every time in the same way.)

   He will do tai chi on Wednesday, as usual.

   As usual, Bill was the last one to arrive.

I’ll look forward to it. (“look forward to” means think ahead to with pleasure, with anticipation, to want something to happen.)

   Children look forward to Christmas.

   Zhi Hua is looking forward to seeing her parents again when she returns to   China.
What do you have in mind?  (that is, “what are you thinking of?”  or “what would you suggest?”)

   For her sister’s birthday present, Janet has in mind to buy a good book.

   The little boy wanted to go swimming, but his parents had something else in mind.
I made some lentil soup yesterday that turned out pretty well.  (the soup I made was good, I did a good job of making that soup, that is, the result was successful.)  (Something can also turn out badly – see second example below.)
   My friends raised their children very well; their children turned out to be successful, responsible people.

   He planted a garden, but insects ate most of his vegetables, so the garden turned out badly.

That’s my favorite soup.  (that is the soup I like the best)

   One’s favorite shoes are usually the shoes that are most comfortable.
   Blue is her favorite color because it makes her eyes look bluer.
