
Ways to use “word searches”.  1.  Assign a learner one word to find, have them explain to the others were it is found using directional vocabulary.  2.  Have learners work in pairs.  3.  “Race” to find individual words.  4. Ask advanced learners to explain how each word relates to the topic.  5.  Have the learners create their own word searches about a related topic.  6.  Ask learners to “find” other words in the puzzle.  7.  Ask learners to make a sentence for each word they find.  8.  Ask other things (i.e. how many words start with h, circle all the bs in the puzzle, count the letters, etc.).  9.  Other ideas?
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
