COMMUNITY LITERACY RESOURCE CENTER (CLRC)

Summary Resource List
The CLRC contains a variety of materials for tutors and learners.  The long wall is organized into 3 main sections: Reading, Literacy/Skills, ESL (see diagram below).  Much of the content of these 3 sections is itemized in the CLRC Resource List.  A hardcopy is located in a red notebook binder on the CLRC desk.  Electronic copies of the complete list and of individual sections can be accessed from the Washtenaw Literacy website (washtenawliteracy.org): from menu select Resources/For Tutors/Helpful Links/Worksheets from WL Mentors/Resource Center Materials Guide.  Sample pages from the CLRC Resource List are shown on the next page.
This Summary Resource List contains an abbreviated version of the more complete and detailed descriptions (including topic contents and literacy levels in many instances) found in the CLRC Resource List.  It shows the scope of materials available and provides a brief overview of many of the items found in the 3 main sections.  Not all items found in the CLRC Resource List are included in this summary document.  Both lists will help tutors target items that might be useful for their learners/lessons.  Items can then be pulled and looked at further for appropriateness.

Neither the broad categories (i.e., Reading, Literacy/Skills, ESL) nor individual sections within those categories (e.g., Comprehension, Jobs, Advanced ESL Reading/Writing) should limit thinking about what might be useful with a learner.  Descriptions are intended to help tutors target potential usefulness with learners regardless of category or section and broaden usage opportunities.  The variety of materials offers many ideas for different lesson activities to be used as they are or adapted for a specific learner.
